Dear Mr. Bush:

I am writing to confirm that on August 16, 2021, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)
received your petition requesting that the Agency determine under the Toxic Substances Control Act
(TSCA) that the chemical mixtures contained within cosmetics present an unreasonable risk of injury to
human health and the environment and promulgate rulemaking under TSCA to address the risks
described in your petition.

Your petition has been filed pursuant to section 21 of TSCA and, as required under this section, EPA
will either grant or deny your petition within 90 days of the date we received your petition, or by
November 14, 2021. If EPA grants your petition, then the Agency will promptly commence an
appropriate proceeding. If EPA denies your petition in whole or in part, then the Agency will publish the
reasons for denial in the Federal Register.
