An important new law gives foster youth the option to remain in

foster care and receive services and supports until age 20!

Things to Know

e This new program begins January 1, 2012. If you turn 18 on or after January 1, you can
stay in foster care up to age 20 as long as you meet eligibility requirements.*

® |t is up to you. The program is voluntary; you decide if you want to stay in foster care.

® You can change your mind. Should you decide to leave foster care, you can
return, provided you meet the requirements.

® You have responsibilities too. You will need to meet with your social worker or
probation officer, go to court and continue to meet the eligibility requirements.

What You Need to Do
You are eligible for this program if you are doing at least one of the following:
® Completing high school or an equivalent program

e Enrolling at least half-time in college, community college or a vocational
education program

e Employed at least 8o hours a month
® Participating in a program/activity designed to remove barriers to employment
e Unable to do any of the above because of a medical condition
