We are at the end of 2019, and the picture is now completed. Starting as

an idea, a programme and a project, Plovdiv — European Capital of Culture
has become our reality, with every day offering events of a different scale,
involving hundreds of artists and inviting thousands of spectators and
participants. All these people have generated mountains of energy that never
let go of us for a single moment. It stirred up Plovdiv and helped attract huge
interest in the city.

Good and bad go hand in hand in this process. Each European Capital of
Culture comes with a huge potential. Often underestimated as the latest in a
series of cultural projects, the initiative is not another contest or a vehicle for
advertising European policies and newly discovered tourist destinations: It is
also a test for the hosting cities. The extent to which they succeed in realising
this potential is in their own hands. It depends on the maturity of society and
the support of the whole country. It stems from the level of development of
the entire local scene and from the positive will for unity of a host of actors—
local administration, citizenry, public institutions, artists.

Whether Plovdiv has passed that test is subject to future analysis. To be
sure, the cultural programme for 2019 has succeeded in fulfilling its idea of
a whole that gradually takes up stages, fills streets and neighbourhoods,
climbs the city hills, flows along the river, and spreads across the
surrounding villages. A collection of different and unusual events that revives
traditions and locales, and is @ motor of change.

Plovdiv 2019's TOGETHER motto does not belong solely to Plovdiv, as
TOGETHER is the very philosophy behind the European Capital of Culture
idea. It is a concept that's also increasingly harder to materialise in today’s
world. At the same time, Plovdiv, situated at this dynamic crossroads, is the
place that perhaps has the biggest number of historical reasons to connect
so strongly with it. The city now faces the challenge to preserve it and regard
it not as a given or a source of pride, but as a responsibility of foremost
importance for the future.

And yet the end of the year is not the end of this project.

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A year and more than 320 projects, selected in open calls in accordance with the
Bid Book, have been sorted chronologically and thematically into four programme
platforms - Fuse, Transform, Revive, and Relax.

|
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Plovdiy, the first Bulgarian city to become a European Capital of Culture, faced a
series of challenges in order to accomplish its year of culture ‘ TOGETHER'. It had
to invent and rediscover production methods in order to realize such a large-scale
project in the local conditions. Plovdiv managed to achieve its goals thanks to its
openness and its democratic way of programming, two approaches that enabled
everyone to take part and develop ideas and events within the programme.

The Plovdiv 2019 programme kicked off as early as 2017, with extensive music
festivals and upgrades to the city's traditional cultural events. The project’s aim is
to contribute to building capacity in the management of cultural projects, engage
the local scene, involve large and small independent organisations and community
centres, and boost the consciousness of Plovdivians' as European citizens. To
achieve these goals, starting on the first day of the preparation work, Plovdiv 2019
directed much effort and resources to educational meetings, projects about and
with communities, as well as to activities that change a person’s usual experience
with art, directly involving the city’s residents.

Some 20 open calls were realised for the achievement of the programme’s main
ideas in the period between the city's election to host the ECOC initiative up to the
successful conclusion of the title year. More than 1,700 ideas and proposals were
registered under the open calls, all of them aimed at achieving the main programme
goals of fitting into the individual themes, and being in the Plovdiv region, the city
suburbs, and local communities. One of the programme’s main philosophies is that
unification is never a given but a conscious choice. That is why, rather than choosing
the traditional division of projects by genres, the programme structure opted for

a consolidation into thematic and concept clusters. In this way, more than 550
events from the various projects were connected with the four thematic platforms,
allowing the involvement and enrichment of their audiences, and the incorporation
of new venues. Participants were invited and partnerships expanded.

3AEAHO E NO-AOBPE!

The European Capital of Culture year presented a unique opportunity to the local
art scene, offering some 90 direct partnerships with cultural organisations from
Plovdiv and 150 organisations from across Bulgaria, with a special focus on the
other areas short-listed for the final round of the ECOC - Varna, Sofia and the
Southwestern Region, and Veliko Tarnovo and its region. Close to 200 community
centres from Plovdiv, the northern part of the Rhodope mountains and the

region took part with specially-created cultural content. Established local and
national cultural institutions contributed new productions. Small, independent
organisations joined in eagerly through educational projects and neighbourhood
and community events.

To meet the criteria for the programme’s European dimension, the Plovdiv 2019
Foundation was in direct partnerships with more than 130 creative organisations
and artists from across Europe. Some of these took place thanks to the

active collaboration with the EUNIC, the network of the EU countries’ cultural
institutes, and in the framework of the Creative Europe programme. Plovdiv
2019's partnership with the Japanese nonprofit EU Japan Fest further expanded
the scope of the project, adding funding and colour to the artistic content. The
programme focused on Japanese culture consisted of more than 15 projects,
through which many local organisations worked to develop

permanent partnerships.

Sustainability and creative diversity were the central features in the majority of
joint projects and initiatives that Plovdiv realized with the Matera 2019 Foundation
and Italian cultural organisations. Sharing the title in 2019 with an ancient city
that's equally impressive and vibrant added further momentum and stimulus to the
reconsideration of the power of culture and citizen participation.

As a European Capital of Culture, Plovdiv also welcomed more than 50
international artists within the framework of the most large-scale and intensive
in-residence programme, which engaged the public consciousness with critical
and pressing environmental problems, as well as with how to process a traumatic
political past and its legacy.

The European Capital of Culture joined the city’s rich cultural life by setting up
new territories of art, new celebrations and new traditions based on contemporary
culture, open dialogue and partnership. Since 2015, on each 5th September, a day
before Plovdiv celebrates its own city holiday, Plovdiv holds a special event to
mark being awarded the Capital of Culture title. In 2019, Plovdiv also hosted a Day
of Europe celebration for the first time.

Plovdiv — European Capital of Culture brought into being many of its open calls,
but the most important is yet to happen - the one that prompts a reconsideration:
of our collective living and joint responsibilities, of the joy of meeting the

other, of the adoption of civic consciousness and of the decision to overcome

the boundaries dividing us. One such important gate of opportunities ought

to be neither guarded nor forgotten. That is why the team of the Plovdiv 2019
Foundation decided at the end of 2019 to open one more critically important
open call - Legacy - which it will use to invest the monetary part of the Melina
Mercouri award in cultural content for the years 2020 and 2021. You will not see
these projects as part of the content here, but their foundation, inspiration and
experience are described in these pages, and we hope that you will be among the
people who will actively work to help bring them about.

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OPENING EVENT

We Are All Colors

The opening ceremony is a symbolic representation of the
four thematic platforms of Plovdiv’s programme as European
Capital of Culture — FUSE, TRANSFORM, REVIVE and RELAX.
Involving more than 1,500 performers from Bulgaria and
abroad, it is a blend of images, music, light and dance.

The show takes place on a 30-metre-high tower-stage.
Situated in the heart of the city, rising at six-levels and offering
a 360-degree view, it is an intervention that stands out against
the usual architectural landscape of the city.

The event's main theme is TOGETHER, the motto which appears
spoken and sung in all European languages, written in Cyrillic
letters, danced to, and played by Plovdiv's best musicians.

The story begins in Plovdiv's multi-millennial past, passes
through the present and the changes engulfing the city, and
ends with a look to the future. From Orpheus'’s lyre to laser
harps and the space-roaming song sung by the folk singer
Valya Balkanska. The central element is a reflection of one

of the pillars of the European Capital of Culture project - the
participation of citizens, the creators of the current festive
moment. But the undoubted protagonist is Plovdiv, a city of
cultural and ethnic diversity, varied population and the carrier
of historical pride - a place with huge potential to create and
nurture contemporary culture.

Teodosii Spasov opens the ‘We Are All Colors’ show with a
lyrical performance of the well-known folk song ‘The Mountain
Sank Low. More than 200 kukeri from the Plovdiv region step
onstage in authentic costumes to drive away evil in keeping
with tradition. In a spirit of revival and fusion, dancers from

the Trakia folk ensemble, students from the Plovdiv-based
National High School for Stage and Screen Arts, musicians
from the academy for Music and Theatre Performance Arts
also appear, completely transformed, to perform contemporary
choreography and plotlines and to play the laser harp for the
first time. The composer Hristo Namliev prepared the hymn
which more than 200 choristers from all Plovdiv choirs sing
under the chorus master Dian Chobanov accompanied by 20
bag-pipe players. Also, 1,000 Plovdivians climb onto the stage
to flesh out the TOGETHER message. Other performers are 150
children from Plovdiv’s Vasil Levski Sports School.

The show concludes with stunning fireworks and a
performance by Valya Balkanska and her bag-pipe
accompanist Petar Yanev. The world-renowned German
musicians and producers of electronic music Schiller begin
their European tour from Plovdiv with a multi-hour live set.

Opening Programme of Plovdiv -

A programme featuring more than 30 events welcomes the
guests of Plovdiv to the Opening of the European Capital of
Culture 2019. The bill for the long weekend (11 to 13 January)
is the result of the collaboration between the Plovdiv 2019
Foundation and cultural institutions from the City of the Hills.
The route of locations starts from Tobacco City and SKLAD -
Plovdiv's new space for culture — passes through the city
centre to end in Kapana - the Creative District.

The opening weekend hosts events of the Plovdiv City Art
Gallery, Starinen Plovdiv Municipal Institute, Plovdiv Drama
Theatre, State Opera Plovdiv, Plovdiv Artists Society, Regional
Museum of Ethnography, Regional Museum of Natural History,
Ivan Vazov National Library, Lucky House of Cinema, and

the Kapana Fest. The pantomime theatre Zhar Teatar, Fireter
and Theatre of Fire and Shadows, who make a special fiery
spectacle at the singing fountains; the D’Ambrosio brass band
from the Italian town of Matera, and community centres from
Plovdiv and the Plovdiv region present their own distinctive
shows. The exhibition ‘SMOKE. Tobacco Stories, a Plovdiv 2019
Foundation production, opens in SKLAD on 11 January, and on
the next day the exhibition ‘Art Liberty — From the Berlin Wall
to Street Art' is launched in the heart of Plovdiv.

Besides the ‘We Are All Colors’ show, on 12 January, a highlight
of the three opening days is the children’s programme (13
January). Part of it is the touring exhibition ‘Eureka’ by the
children’s educational centre Muzeiko. Theatre lovers are

able to see ‘Eurydice in the Underworld, a performance of

the Plovdiv Drama Theatre. The weekend ends with the tango
opera ‘Maria From Buenos Aires, the Bulgarian premiere
staged by the State Opera Plovdiv.

As one of the programme’s key goals, the breaking down of barriers
between social and ethnic groups, and minorities has brought about
the removal of divisions between a whole series of artistic and

social spheres — genres, the usual territories of art, professionals

and amateurs, the downtown and suburbs - thereby opening
possibilities for creativity-induced communication. The work with the
Roma community started at the very beginning of the programme’s
preparation, and included in-depth preliminary research and the
building of mediatory networks. Gradually, schools in the segregated
quarters became natural cultural centres and stages welcoming cultural
events. Education emerged as a central necessity. As a result, children
and young people are now the most intensively involved groups, and
projects are carried out directly in their daily environments, taking the
young on journeys away from this restricted territory.

The region, the particulars of the Balkan identity, and literacy are
themes that run not only through their allotted clusters but also

in all platforms of the programme, as well as through community
centres and big festivals’ programmes. Fusion takes place as a complex
process, shifting cultural layers. We learn, sing, dance, play, cook, eat
and build TOGETHER.

The FUSE Platform comprises three clusters — Mahala, RegionalE and
Beauty and the (b)East. The projects are dedicated to the integration

of ethnic and minority groups and aim to bring together different
generations and social groups, and to overcome the borders of isolated
territories and zones. Projects designed specifically for Stolipinovo
district as well as those for development of the Plovdiv Region and the
Balkans are also being implemented through this platform. Its goal is
also to interact with existing festivals, as well as cultural, touristic and
social projects from the South Central region of Bulgaria.

All Together -
for Better Education and Health

Since 2016 the Plovdiv 2019 Foundation has been a partner
of the Municipality of Plovdiv in the project ‘All Together -

For Better Education and Health', part of the Programme for
Encouraging Social Inclusion of Roma and Other Vulnerable
Groups through a Bulgarian-Swiss cooperation programme.
The key events include the construction of a facility for the
Iztok primary health care centre, the building of educational
centres in the yards of schools in Stolipinovo, as well as
running a string of educational and health care trainings.
Within the project, the Plovdiv 2019 Foundation has started

a large-scale mapping of ethnic communities in the quarter
of Stolipinovo, to run from June to September 2017. A team of
professionals in the fields of education, health care, psychology
and sociology worked with communities in Stolipinovo. They
were led by Nikola Venkov and Genika Baicheva, experts

who have done research in the quarter and have been
analyzing and drawing conclusions from the information
gathered in a scientific report on the entire mapping process.

In September 2017 and in April 2018 there were

trainings on good practices and methods of teaching in
multicultural environments.

The pARTnership initiative, which started in the autumn of
2018 and continues in 2019, is aimed at running specialized
trainings — and workshops in four large Plovdiv institutions
(The City Art Gallery, State Opera, Ivan Vazov National Library
and the Regional Ethnographic Museum) and at facilitating the
direct participation of Roma children and school students.

This project focuses on educational and entertaining
initiatives involving architecture, art, science and play for
children in the Stolipinovo quarter (at Secondary Schools
‘Dimcho Debelyanov, ‘Pencho Slaveykov’ and Shumen Str.)
The project is directed at kids aged 6 to 16, who use various
materials and models to conduct research in, analyse and
transform their home quarter. The weekly workshops started
in April 2018. They take place in the street, in the immediate
vicinity of the children’s houses. The project activities seek

to give the youngsters of Stolipinovo skills for acquiring the
experience and competences necessary for communicating
outside theirimmediate environment. A further goal is

to invest them with the self-confidence and cultural and
social capital for overcoming the barriers of exclusion. The
tools for accomplishing these goals include open informal
communication in the children’s home communities, the
involvement of parents and interested local groups, and the
engagement of the schools in Stolipinovo.

A central point is the work with volunteers and professionals —
teachers, artists, social workers — as well as members of

the local community. Those willing can take part in thematic
trainings and work with partners from Bulgaria, France and
Germany — experts in anthropology, architecture and art
practices. Additional features in the programme are a series of
presentations and an international workshop.

plot from the eponymous drama by Euripides — and seeks a
modern interpretation of the human condition as presented by
the play - the right to life, the process of choosing, the nature
of love and the power of vengeance.

The project creates a network which connects the potential
of young people with the necessities of people and locations
that have fallen short of access to culture, education and
economic resources.

The Incubator sets the ball of change rolling by involving
hundreds of volunteers who stimulate the realization of
actual solutions to actual social problems. They work in the
field, using design-thinking, creativity and the art they have
mastered — and then, in the long term, they develop their own
ideas for social change.

The project consists of the Social Change Challenge (a four-
day gameplay featured in eight villages from four different

Cyrillization Programme

Plovdiv is the first European Capital of Culture that uses the Cyrillic alphabet. As a major asset in the
diversity of cultures, Cyrillic is also one of the most valuable elements of the European dimension of

the programme. The ‘Feast of Writing in Bulgaria' — May 24 - celebrates culture as a whole. Therefore,
the programme devoted to the Cyrillic alphabet in 2019 includes a very wide range of events. The main
concept of the project is the popularization of Bulgarian forms of Cyrillic fonts, the use of the ECOC
initiative as a platform for popularisation and the official introduction and adoption of Bulgarian fonts, as
well as the transformation of the urban environment. The implementation of the project is done using the
tools of literature, translation, font, design, conceptual text and visual media. Within the framework of the
programme there are several individual projects, including: the Pamet Foundation Project dedicated to the
work of the writer Nikolay Haitov and the artist Boris Dimovski; a project by the chitalishte in Skobelevo
village, dedicated to the poet Yavorov; competitions for translating fiction, organized by Pen & Quill; the
month of Radichkov by NIKE Publishing; Literary Tours in Plovdiv by Lettera Publishing House; workshops
dedicated to the Adzhar Literary and Calligraphic School in Svezhen; initiatives by the Association of
Bulgarian Schools Abroad; the Cyrillic alley in Kyuchuk Paris created by disabled people; an installation
by Anna Bacheva and Stefan Hristov; Graphema Exhibition; Galina Yotova photographies; the exhibition of
Plakat Kombinat; and dozens of new works created specially for the programme in numerous workshops
and creative exchanges.

The Cyrillization Programme is implemented in partnership with the National Art Academy, Studio PUNKT,
community centres, the network of Bulgarian schools abroad, and with organizations and artists from
Bulgaria.

January - The Month of Radichkov

On the occasion of the 90th anniversary of the birth of the
Bulgarian writer Yordan Radichkov, Plovdiv hosts a one-
of-a-kind exhibition dedicated to the author. The exhibition
‘Neosvetenite dvorove’ (The Unlit Yards) presents Yordan
Radichkov's trips to Siberia in the early 1960s. At this time,

the author spent several months in Siberia, returning with the
manuscript of his travel book. The documentary ‘Cherkaski
Hroniki’ by the director Dimitar Petkov presents some of the
few recorded conversations with the author. In his meeting with
the camera, Radichkov talked about cinema, theatre, literature,
traditions, and customs in Bulgaria, as well as about the
religion and the people’s psychology and culture.

During the event, visitors are able to see Radichkov's
re-published books and some of his unreleased works like
‘Sibirski tetradki’ which presents the author’s notes from his trip
to Siberia and is the only preserved document recording his
creative process. This is the first full edition of the notes.

The project is run by the ‘Nike’ Publishing House.

This is a multi genre project dedicated to the work of the writer
Nikolai Haitov and the artist Boris Dimovski, presenting them in
a new visual manner generated through digital technologies.
Throughout 2018 and 2019, the project events focus on the
development of a digital platform, discussions and forums,
creative studios, exhibitions, a one-man show and street art.
These activities aim at encouraging young people to take

part in creative workshops, join in discussions about the role
and place of words and the Cuyrillic script and literature in the
contemporary world. This is achieved by reproducing and
interpreting the artists’ works.

A special ‘Words Space’ event introduces small children to the
art worlds of Haitov and Dimovski. The event takes place on the
square in front of Plovdiv Municipality during the Month of the
Bulgarian Education and Culture and in September when the
school year starts. Children of all ages join a series of creative
workshops communicating through the Cyrillic script.

In another event, ‘Words and Drawings’, teachers and students
from the National Academy of Arts in Sofia paint on house
facades in Yavrovo inspired by the cartoons of Boris Dimovski.
The artists used Dimovski's portrait cartoons of famous people,
political satire and his look at various peculiarities of the
national character. The words of Haitov, full of character and
life, are modelled on the writer’s native house and elsewhere
in Yavrovo with written excerpts from Haitov's famous short
stories ‘Men’s Times' and ‘Ibram Ali"

This project also includes the organization of the exhibitions
‘The World of Haitov' and ‘Haitov in the Bulgarian Cinema;,
accompanied by an open discussion. All project activities are
presented within the module ‘A Temple of the Words'

Murmures of Rhodope Fairytales

‘Murmures of Rhodope Fairytales’ is a fairytale performance-
journey from France to Bulgaria. In July 2019 the French
troupe sets out from the mountains in the Ardéeche area of
France and travels to two villages in the Rhodope

Mountains. Joined by colleagues from Germany, Finland

and Bulgaria, it invites audiences to thematic workshops and
two performances.

There are workshops, which deal with the telling of tales, folk
singing and improvisation, as well as a labyrinth of the senses.
Participants are also free to take part in the performances.
Simultaneously, the artists present ‘Murmures’ and ‘A Journey
Amid the Senses' in the natural stage setting of the mountains.
The shows feature tales, poetic texts, songs, live music, and
acrobatic dances between trees — an art technique that calls
attention to the beauty and richness of nature’s heritage and
the local history.

Along its journey, ‘Murmures’ includes artists and amateurs,
but also specialists from various fields — tour guides,
biologists, historians and students from French-language-
teaching schools and university students from Plovdiv-based
universities. The multi-discipline art format therefore becomes
the meeting point for social groups and generations and turns
into a point of intersection for subjects involving tourism,
environment and education.

The project ‘"Murmures of Rhodope Fairytales’ comes from
the Théatre des Chemins of the French Association Trib'alt
Spectacles in conjunction with the Discovered Spaces
Association (Bulgaria) and the Bulgarian Association for
Alternative Tourism (BAAT).

The European Capital of Culture initiative is the first to explicate, on the
largest scale so far, the idea of the public space and how it can become

a stage of artistic expression. In a gesture that is at once massive and
persuasive, art and culture lay bare the traditional clash between public
and private interest. But real transformation requires the participation of
all sides, and cannot take place even if a single actor remains passive. This
requires the accumulation of additional capacity, knowledge and skills.

The ECOC platform has contributed to the development of a new

model for reviving the urban environment. Thanks to that proactive and
concerned attitude, industrial heritage, heritage from the recent past, the
natural environment and the course of the Maritsa River have acquired
the clear and sustained status of a cultural value. The European Capital
of Culture title has provided not only protection but also has given a
new lease of life to the city’s dreams.

TRANSFORM is a platform comprising of three clusters — Urban
Dreams, River of Imagination and edYOUcate and seeks to re-think and
revive forgotten and abandoned urban spaces as well as change their
perception. These artistic interventions in public spaces are comprised

of projects for ecology, education and work with children and youth
audiences. The platform comprises the most challenging locations and
venues turned into flagships of the artistic programme including Tobacco
City, Kapana, Kosmos Cinema, the Maritsa river and Adata Island.

Tobacco City

The "Tobacco City'is a flagship project for Plovdiv 2019 that started during Plovdiv’s preparation for the race
for hosting the European Capital of Culture 2019. It continues to be a key component of the programme of
Plovdiv 2019.

The project seeks to use art to attract attention to the challenge of preserving the industrial and
architectural heritage of the unique tobacco warehouses and factories, which still carry their one-time
charm and the scent of tobacco in the heart of the city. The project’s specifics relate to the face of the
district — large-scale development, protected cultural-historical areas and the fact that all the buildings are
private property.

The development of ‘“Tobacco City'’ relies on partnerships with local and international organisations and
artists with whom can be exchanged good practices about how to organise, in a contemporary context,

a European-level discussion about the quarter’s problematic heritage.

In September 2018 the Plovdiv 2019 Foundation moved the headquarters of the European Capital of
Culture initiative into the heart of Tobacco City, in an effort to help revitalise, through art and culture,

a former tobacco warehouse, and to provide a venue for a varied and intensive programme. Currently

the SKLAD space, on 16 Ekzarh Yosif Str, is shared between the foundation and the Plovdiv State Opera.
Throughout 2019 one of Plovdiv's most forgotten and derelict quarters has been a most dynamic cultural
centre, a daily host of a flurry of events.

In 2019, the ECOC year for Plovdiv, the new space welcomed more than 100 events, which provided content
to the platforms of the programme. All these events — exhibitions, workshops, theatre performances,
concerts, music shows, seminars, discussions and educational events — attracted varied audiences and
dozens of participants; they instilled a new spirit and painted the artistic face of Tobacco City.

In January the exhibition ‘Smoke. Tobacco Stories, using nontraditional presentation, specially designed
sets and including in-depth research into Plovdiv's history through a connection with the tobacco industry,
kick-started the transformation of the old warehouses. The intensive yearlong exhibition programme

that followed was proof that former industrial facilities can indeed function as spaces for presenting
contemporary culture.

SKLAD is also the hosting venue of projects’ preparatory activities, which helps Tobacco City become a
culture factory, as it were. In almost half a year this location has hosted the workshops where gigantic
dolls were crafted (under the guidance of world-recognised masters) that we used in Plovdiv’s most multi-
coloured and joyous street march — Aylyak Parade.

SKLAD is also where artists in the fields of calligraphy, lettering and design are introduced to the public
taking us into the subtleties of writing with quills, ink and brushes.

During the year, the programme of mostly free events has enabled members of the public to recognise their
preferred field of art and education, and by joining, and becoming part of the transformation of the urban
environment. Additionally SKLAD is the main address, assembly point and place for meetings of Plovdiv
2019's volunteer programme.

Smoke. Tobacco Stories

‘Smoke. Tobacco Stories’ is an exhibition produced especially
for the opening of Plovdiv — European Capital of Culture

2019 and dedicated to Tobacco City, one of ECOC's flagship
projects. This exposition features archives, photography, video,
films, literature and art works by some of the most renowned
Bulgarian artists that explore the history of Plovdiv through
the tobacco industry. The Tobacco City of Plovdiv represents a
lively node of storylines that entangle and distract. If we follow
them, they tell us not only about the centuries-old identity

of the city, but also about all the stories closely related to it.
Tobacco is an unusual prism through which citizens and visitors
of Plovdiv can view from a new angle the great tale of the place
of South-eastern Europe in the world. This story is almost
untouched by clichés, because tobacco is part of Bulgaria's
real, not symbolic capital, as opposed to the rose oil or the
wheat stalks present in the coat of arms.

Peering through the haze of cigarette smoke, one can see the
onset of emancipation and feminization, the socio-cultural
processes that consumed Bulgarian women at the turn of

the 20th century, and follow the birth of an entire strata in
Bulgarian society and the social growth of others. Smoke was
a constant companion: It was the protagonist in the trenches
during the wars and at cafes where writers, artists and others
were splitting hairs over intellectual subtleties. Tobacco

was the permanent image in cinema but also in the years of
cinema’s intellectual rebellion, and has remained perhaps

the only truly convertible means of exchange in each epoch
outside Bulgaria.

The exhibition is arranged chronologically and thematically,
starting from the National Revival period and the first years
after Bulgaria's liberation in 1878. It then follows every
transformation of society through its connection with tobacco,
wars, protests, the Process of Rebirth in the 1980s, up to

the present day as depicted in the works of Bulgaria’'s most
prominent contemporary artists.

The exhibition is realized on the idea of Svetlana Kuyumdzhieva
as a production of ‘Plovdiv 2019". The authors of the historical
study are Stanislava Grueva, Boris Stoyanov, and Mihail Gruev.
The Curator is Vessela Nozharova, the stage designer is Dimitar
Vodenicharov, the designer, Kalina Dimitrova, and technical
implementation is through Kalin Serapionov. The collaborating
institutions are: State Archives Sofia; State Archives Pleven;

2014 - 2020

Kapana Creative District

‘Kapana Creative District’ is a highlight project for Plovdiv 2019 and a landmark of the initiative. It started
early, while Plovdiv was preparing its bid to host the European Capital of Culture 2019 event, and has been
progressing with significant success ever since as part of the programme.

The project seeks — and succeeds - to energise the potential of the Kapana quarter and, by employing

a set of interdisciplinary activities, to turn this area in downtown Plovdiv into the first Bulgarian district

of the creative industries. Its concept is to revive Kapana - a busy commercial and artisanal centre since
its earliest days — and transform it into a place for discovery, innovation and experiments in the fields of
culture, culture management and the creative industries.

In recent years Kapana has been receiving a new recognition as a genuine cultural location. This has

been the case especially since 2014, when the quarter received the support of the Plovdiv authorities and
appeared on the radar of the Plovdiv 2019 Foundation, which has been forming and promoting perspectives
for its future. Kapana has become one of the most magnetic locations in Plovdiv, a centre for artists,
curators, culture managers, artisans, writers and musicians, as well as for people working to turn it into an
urban environment with its own face and vibrancy. Gradually the focus has turned to the experience and
emotion that it brings — the things that today make Kapana's intriguing mesh of streets a place with its own
distinctive spirit and unique atmosphere.

The Plovdiv 2019 Foundation has been developing the ‘Kapana Creative District’ into a long-term initiative
by launching annual thematic open calls that foster the creation of art content. The process started in
2014, together with the involvement of the Municipality of Plovdiv by turning a considerable amount of the
district into a pedestrian zone and this was achieved through dedicated and persistent support of cultural
content and the development of creative spaces and activities — initially by covering 12-month rents for
studios, galleries and creative centres. This was followed by an annual open call for projects which aims to
combine artists settling in Kapana and the creation of events and initiatives in various outdoor and indoor
environments. Part of Kapana's development is the creation of a new visual identity, which reinforces
communication with the district. It also has a special website -visitkapana.bg, available both in Bulgarian
and English languages.

More than 45 projects comprising over 250 events are supported in the runup to 2019, the year of

the ECOC title for Plovdiv. In 2017, in collaboration with the French Cultural Institute, an open call is
implemented with five selected projects inspired by French culture — rare examples of French book
publishing, a boutique perfume from Provence, contemporary art and interpretations of Pierre Henry's
music. In 2019 the last, fifth open call — meant to fund events in urban environments and focusing on the
art of young people, contemporary circus and street art in the Kapana quarter — supports 12 new projects
consisting of more than 35 events.

ADATA Programmnme

In 2018, Plovdiv 2019 implemented the ADATA AiR project in partnership with the Goethe-Institut Bulgaria
and the Polish Institute in Sofia. Nearly 50 artists from around the world participated. The artist-in-
residence programme has two main themes related to nature-culture relations, the river passing through
the city and the wild island Adata, and the city-specific architectural layering — a mixture of styles

and epochs, having some remarkable examples of Modernist, Soviet, Bauhaus architecture as well as

an intriguing heritage of industrial and religious buildings, and even some illegal community-created
structures. Between July and November 2019, 14 creative concepts proposed by artists participating in
the residence are implemented in Plovdiv as part of the main European Capital of Culture programme. The
ADATA programme focuses specifically on art from nature, citizen participation, integration of the river into
the city's everyday life, and new alternatives and approaches to the area’s architectural and monumental
heritage. The main goal of the programme is to change the usual settings of the citizens with the help of
fresh, new artistic interventions.

M.A.P.

M.A.P.is an abbreviation for Maritsa / Adata / Plovdiv. It stands
for the elements chosen by the artists to be metaphorically
represented in their sculpture,which is dedicated to the

urban river island. The sculpture is made mainly out of

metal. Central to it, is the figure of a head and hands, used

to represent the river. One hand is leaning on the ground
representing the idea that we are just scratching the surface of
what is possible. The other hand is holding a hat as a gesture
of respect to any viewers of the sculpture. The sculpture is
interactive and reacts to the immediate environment through
solar power - it collects energy through the day and releases
it at night through lights. Through manual gestures, three short
animations can be watched: Bird / Flower / Map Adata. These
animations are used as a symbolic presence of the island and
were created using the traditional analog method for animating
images (the zoetrope).

Children’s City

At the foot of the Youth Hill, Plovdiv’s highest hill, is the
Children'’s City. The ground-breaking is on 1June, when, in
just a couple of hours and using the energy and creativity of
hundreds of children, the first buildings start to rise: a bank, a
hospital, a library. Children decide how they build their city and
organise its life. In their work, they are aided by the team of
the Children’s Architectural Workshop and use only recycled
building and industrial materials. Through construction work
throughout the summer the city grows. The children learn
how to wield a hammer or an electric screwdriver, but also
get to know the main principles of architecture. They are also
stimulated to think about the city and how it can be made a
nicer place to live.

The children-as-builders idea goes beyond the Youth Hill. After
a competition, teams from three schools won the opportunity
to freshen up their schoolyards using their own ideas

and plans.

In September, the Children’s City sets out on a tour. The Flying
Classroom initiative is @ mobile modular structure that
features various exercises, materials and techniques used and
developed in the Children’s City.

Urban Researchers

‘Urban Researchers’ invites young people in Plovdiv to become
discoverers. They explore interesting places in the city, taking
partin city expeditions and fieldwork together with teachers
and specialists. The result is the creation of 10 Architectural
Mysteries for Children, illustrated maps (in Bulgarian and
English) of walking routes featuring sites from Plovdiv, but also
including tasks and instructions for how to complete them.
The tasks are related to the Kapana District, the Old Town, and
Bauhaus in Plovdiv. By following these routes, and completing
the tasks, young people have the opportunity to get to know
different urban spaces, to apply their knowledge from their
arts classes in school, and to learn many new facts about
works of art and the work of different artists in Plovdiv. The
thematic routes include both main points of the city’s cultural
map and sites that are less well-known, but typical of Plovdiv.
In selected places, these young researchers leave their artistic
footprint on the urban environment.

The project is carried out by the Children’s Architectural
Workshop.

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ONGOING PROJECT

Kosmos Cinema

The ‘Kosmos Cinema'’ project was outlined in the preliminary
programme of Plovdiv — prepared for the bid to the initiative
European Capital of Culture 2019. Since the second half of 2015
(when Plovdiv was officially given the title) the project has been
updated to a more practical perspective based on the main
concept for preservation and renovation of the abandoned
building of the former cinema - an architectural heritage from
the socialist period in the country.

A key element in this project is the story of the citizens'
initiative for saving the building from demolition, which turned
the project into something much more than a building and

an infrastructure acquisition. Since 2011 the space of the
former cinema house has hosted activities related to cinema,
visual arts, performing arts, artistic performances, and also
workshops, and educational and entertainment programmes
for children. During this time, Kosmos Cinema has naturally
become a symbol of civic participation, alternative culture and
the youth scene in the city, with the potential to become a new
modern cultural centre.

‘Kosmos Cinema’ owns the potential to be transformed into
the legacy project of the European Capital of Culture initiative
in Plovdiv and to serve as a symbol of the project. Besides

the infrastructure investment to renovate the building, a
process that has already begun and for which we rely on

the partnership of Plovdiv Municipality, the project priorities
include the study of good examples and practices and the
introduction of new management models for the administration
and programming of the cultural centre, the inclusion of a wide
range of activities and the attraction of businesses as potential
partners and also as possible content providers.

The activities related to the project, which have been carried
out so far, include a series of meetings with the main cultural
operators in Plovdiv intended to probe their positions towards
the future functions of the building, a partnership for the Colour
of Cosmos project, realized during the NIGHT/Plovdiv Festival
2016, and also the international presentation of that project.
The basic strategy is to connect the cinema in partnerships
with similar institutions and spaces within the ECOC network,
to generate content related to music, cinema, contemporary
culture and youth projects, both inside the space and outside in
front of the Kosmos Cinema, as well as in the various districts
of Plovdiv.

The cinema house is a common venue for events from some of
the large festivals in Plovdiv and major partners of the Plovdiv
2019 - European Capital of Culture. ‘'Kosmos Cinema'is also the
subject of exchanges with other European Capitals of Culture
such as Paphos 2017, Matera 2019, at exhibitions

and discussions.

The platform projects contribute to Plovdiv’s fusion with the surrounding
region and to the building of capacity of many small organisations in

the city and in small towns and villages. With strings of inventive and
vigorous activities, community centres surpass significantly the rate of
participation originally planned for them. As part of the programme, the
capital of the Bulgarian Revival Period has established itself also as a
centre of contemporary art and culture, expanding its geography and
winning new audiences. For the first time events which the city had got
used to by force of tradition have grown to their full capacity.

This part of the programme includes all contemporary forms of theatre,
and also all possible approaches for the direct meeting of culture and

the public. Revive is a platform comprising the following three clusters —
Culture Meets People, Art for a Forgotten Future and Time Machine and
represents culture and cultural heritage preservation in a contemporary
context avoiding the stereotypes of touristic attractions. It aims to improve
and broaden access to culture as well as the use of new technology

and digital media. The platform is related both to the presentation of the
latest artistic practices and current trends as well as to the integration of
different communities and decentralization of the programme.

Open Art Files

The '‘Open Art Files: Topics, People, Spaces, Files in Bulgarian
Contemporary Art'is a project aimed at popularising Bulgarian
contemporary art in Bulgaria and abroad. It started two years
ago, focusing on the building of a database of Bulgarian art.
The result was the openfiles.bg platform, a programme of
curatorial visits, an educational panel and an exhibition. Open
Art Files is the main force behind openartsfiles.bg, a bilingual
website (in English and Bulgarian) that plays a triple role: as
the database and archive of Bulgarian contemporary art, an
online library, and an art criticism platform. The website is
home to both new content by art experts and contemporary
artists, and knowledge collected so far under the Introduction
to the Contemporary Art platform.

Part of the project is the exhibition ‘Open Art Files: Notes and
Footnotes' in Kapana Gallery, which popularises the Open

Art Files database and the openartfile.bg website, and also
presents the archive and works by Bulgarian contemporary
artists — Adelina Popnedeleva, and Albena. The curator is Vera
Mlechevska and the video curator are Krasimir Terziev and
Vera Mlechevska), Mihaylova-Benji, Alexander Valchev, Alla
Georgieva, Assen Ushev, Boris Missirkov/Georgi Bogdanoy,

It's an educational platform
that includes information workshops, lectures and meetings aimed at
creating partnership networks in an effort to increase awareness, build
and develop capacity and audiences in order to lay the foundations for
the successful implementation of the ECOC project. Conceived as a key
focus in the Plovdiv 2019 preliminary program, the concept of capacity
building and audience development, developed as the fifth platform,
which establishes the necessary horizontal link between the other four
platforms in the program, and at the same time lays the foundations for
the legacy of the ECOC initiative already seen in the earliest stages of its
preparation. The themes of Forum 2019 focus on the main issues related
to the implementation of the project and aim to provoke professional
discussions, exchange of experience and knowledge, and feedback on
various topics from the cultural sector.

The project started in 2015 with the idea of creating a legacy of the
initiative to transfer skills, experiences and partnerships in the cultural
sector. Since 2015, 40 workshops and training events have been held
by Plovdiv 2019 as part of the project, providing information on what
the European Capital of Culture project is, and teaching practical skills
for the preparation of project proposals and project management. The
platform clearly seeks to develop capacity in the field of international
activity, management and community work and networking. In 2018 the
educational series focused on digital media and art.

The genius of Rezo Gabriadze, the troupe’s founder and
director, is his ability to ‘capture epic issues in tiny-scale puppet
sketches' (AAA).

‘Ramona’ is a touching drama about two locomoatives. The story
takes place in the post-war Soviet Union.
