EIT’s Year 13 Degree Scholarship for instance (see page 15), allows school leavers to study a full year for free. Last year, over 
100 students received this grant and will be able to finish their degree with a manageable student loan. For these students 
this scholarship is one of the reasons why they chose EIT over a bigger university. 

EIT is also delighted to be one of the New Zealand tertiary institutions to offer a fees-free year of tuition for eligible  
first-time tertiary students through the Government Fees-Free initiative.

UNDERSTANDING 
QUALIFICATIONS

Programmes & Courses
A programme results in a qualification and consists of a number of courses. Some programmes 
consist of compulsory courses while others have a selection of elective courses or a 
combination.

Credits Courses consist of credits, and when a course is successfully completed, the credits will be 
counted towards the qualification. One credit usually equals 10 -12 hours of learning. 

Levels
Levels indicate the depth of knowledge and complexity of skills required. The higher the level, 
the more complex the concepts and skill sets. In New Zealand, the levels progress from Level 1 
to Level 10.

Applying by post
You can also apply using a paper enrolment form. Please email us at 
info@eit.ac.nz and we will send one out to you.

Once your application has been processed, you will receive an 
acceptance letter from your Faculty with programme information. This 
will include the start date of your study and any special information 
regarding your programme. You may also be sent course selection 
forms which you need to complete and return to EIT. Depending on 
your chosen programme of study, you may be invited to attend an 
interview before you are accepted.

STEP 3
Arrangement for full payment of enrolment fees must be made 
before the start of your programme. You will receive an invoice with 
payment details.
Fees-Free government scheme: Tertiary education is fees-free for 
eligible domestic tertiary students. To check if you are eligible, go to 
FeesFree.govt.nz and enter your National Student Number (NSN). 
If you are not eligible you will be responsible for paying your fees.
