An early college credit program that
allows high school students to take
college-level coursework.

WHAT COURSES CAN | TAKE?

Any course for which you have completed a
prerequisite. You can also enroll in a College
and Career Access Pathways (CCAP) course
held at your high school campus during the
school day.

ARE THERE BENEFITS TO
DUAL ENROLLMENT?

Many dual enrollment courses count for
high school credit and a college degree,
certificate, or certification. Many schools
give a GPA bump for college-level
courses.

HOW MUCH DOES IT COST?

Dual enrollment courses taken through a
high school are generally free to students,
covering the cost of tuition, fees, and even
books and other materials required for
the course.
