It serves as both an alternative means to
deliver valuable training to the professional
and volunteer emergency management
community as well as an opportunity to
improve public awareness and promote
disaster preparedness nationally.

The Independent Study Program
currently offers over 200 training courses
via our training website.

The EMI Student Portal was launched in
July 2022 and allows students to access
their training records and completion
documents online.

Students obtain continuing education units
for most ISP courses. Students can also
request an Official Transcript to be sent to
a college or university for the purposes of
accreditation.
